Guidelines for the Course Coordinators

1. The involvement of internal expert faculty proportion should not be preerably more than 50% and balance resource persons to be invited from Industry, R&D, Government and Institutions of National repute. In exceptional cases where the topic is new and experts are not available, more involvement of SVNIT faculty can be approved. TAs and Research Scholors shall not be allowed to give any talk.
2. The involvement of the SVNIT students in any activity of the Course at the cost of their academics may be avoided.

3. The SVNIT students may be allowed to attend only relevant self sustained programmes.

4. As far as possible, it is preferable to offer soft copy (CD/DVD/Cloud based sharing) of the course material to the participants.
5. Wherever funding source do not permit corpus fund or overhead, the same shall not be collected.
6. Uniform format of Programme Certificate to be suggested by CCE may be followed at Institute level for all courses/conferences. The certificates shall be signed by the course coordinators, Head of concerned department and Chairman/Cochairman of CCE.
